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PREFACE

THIS dictionary forms a companion to Teach Yourself Swahili and is
intended to be of equal use to both Enghsh and Swahili-speaking
people. Although it is a Concise Dictionary, its Swahili section con-
tains all the words the compiler heard during thirty years’ residence in
East Africa. together with a selection of those taken for her own use
from the dictionaries of Krapf, Sacleux, and Madan and the writings
of Swahili authors, and a few present-day words not yet in any dic-
tionary. It must be remembered, however, that Arabic words and
words from other Bantu languages of the mainland are often intro-
duced into Swahili, and that variations in spelling and pronunciation
exist. Guidance on some of these will be found in the Alphabetical
Notes before the Swahili section.

The English vocabulary is based on that used in other Teach Y our-
self dictionaries, adapted to the different circumstances of a tropical
country. Its ten thousand words have therefore been well tested and
found a satisfactory selection.

The dictionary contains a Concise Grammar of the Swahili lan-
guage, but much fuller information is given in Swahili in this series.

The compiler wishes to thank the African friends who have helped
her by answering her queries, provided her with vernacular period-
icals, or checking the work to ensure its accuracy.












INTRODUCTION

SWAHILI is a Bantu language which has incorporated words from
many other sources and so Bantuized them that even the speakers do
mot recognize that they are foreign words. Most have been introduced
by Arab and Indian settlers and traders; a few by Portuguese and
iGerman colonists, and a large number by the English. English and
Arabic words are now being increasingly used. Arab introductions are
distinctive, but one has to be on the lookout for disguised English ones,
e.g. nguo isiyofiti, a garment which does not fit. Most of these foreign
words, if nouns, are put into the N and MA classes (see page 2).

Bantu words consist of a root, the meaning of which is changed by
various prefixes and suffixes, and nouns are grouped in classes accord-
ing to their prefix. These prefixes affect other words in a sentence,
with the result that the word given in a dictionary is frequently
obscured by syllables added at the beginning and the end.

The Concise Grammar which follows is intended to summarize the
chief points to be remembered in using this dictionary. They are
dealt with more fully in another book in this series, Teach Yourself
Swahili, which anyone who has not studied the language is advised
to get.



A CONCISE GRAMMAR

1. NOUNS

Swahili nouns fall into various classes which, for convenience, are
usually grouped as shown in the Table of Concords on page 14, each
class with its singular and plural.

Class 1, the M-WA class (e.g. mtu watu) is the personal class;
with only one or two exceptions all the nouns in it denote human
beings. Nouns in other classes take the concords of this class if they
denote persons or animals.

Class 2, the M-MT class (e.g. mti miti) consists of the names of
things. Trees and plants are in this class.

Class 3, the N-class (e.g. njila njia) contains the names of most
animals and some fruits, and a large number of non-Bantu nouns.
Most of the Bantu nouns have dropped their initial n. As the plural
is the same as the singular,"N-class nouns are shown in the dictionary
with the plural sign (-), denoting that there is no change. The letter
n causes changes in some following letters, and these are given in a
note following this section.

Class 4, the KI-VI class (e.g. kitu vitu) consists mostly of the
names of concrete things. Words belonging to other classes can be
brought into this one by a change of their prefix to show smallness or
some diminution (e.g. mfuko, a bag; kifuko, a little bag; kipofu, a
blind man). They then take the concords of this class, unless they
denote living beings and take the concords of Class 1. Where the noun
root is a monosyllable, or confusion might occur with another word,
the prefix kiji is used (e.g. mto, a river; kijito, a stream). Ki before
a vowel other than ¢ becomes ch and therefore most nouns beginning
with ck belong to this class.

Class 5, the MA-class (e.g. yal mayai) has no singular prefix
except before a vowel or monosyllabic root when ji is prefixed (e.g.
jicho macho). Like the N-class it contains many non-Bantu words,
and there is nothing in the form of the word to show which of the two
classes it belongs to. Some words are well-established, but others vary,
so do not be surprised if you find a word marked (-) in the dictionary
used with a MA plural, or vice versa.

Just as nouns can be brought into the KI-VI class to show small-
ness, so they can be brought into the MA-class to show largeness.
Then they have no prefix in the singular (unless they require ji) and
ma in the plural (e.g. mtu watu, man, men; jitu majitu, giants;
fuko mafuko, large bags).

For move about the N and M A classes see Teach Yourself Swahili,
chapters 5, 6, and 44, and for largeness and smallness chapter 10.

Class 6, the U-class (e.g. uzi nyuzi) consists of nouns beginning
with # or, before a vowel, w. Most are abstract nouns (e.g. uzuri,
beauty) or names of substances (e.g. unga, flour) and these, of course,
have no plural. The others, with a few exceptions, take the plural of
the N-class with the usual changes caused by the letter ». As the
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plurals are shown in the dictionary, it is not necessary to remember
these, but the U-class is a very interesting one, and more can be found
about it in Teach Yourself Swahili, chapter 7.

Class 7, the PA-class, contains only one word, mahall, place (found
sometimes as mwahali or pahali) and all its concords are made with
the prefix pa. The other concords given in the Table are explained in
the note on Place on page 12.

Class 8, the KU-class, contains all infinitives used as verbal-nouns
(e.g. kuimba, singing). It is not given separately in the Table, but
in the last column, under the prefix Au, there is a note ‘‘similarly
infinitives’’. Infinitives begin with ku, and when used as nouns, all
their concords begin with ku or kw before a vowel.

Noun Prefixes

In the Table of Concords you will see two kinds of prefixes, called
there, Adjective Prefixes and Verb Prefixes. Here we are considering
the first kind only.

In the first four classes they are the same as the prefixes of the
nouns: m-wa, m-mi, n-n, ki-vi. In the MA-class there is a singular
prefix ji. This is put in brackets, because it is only used when the
adjective begins with a vowel. In the U-class the singular prefix is m
for adjectives, with one or two exceptions. Thus, taking the key-
words in the Table, and adding the adjective -zuri, good, we get mtu
mzuri, watu wazuri; mti mzuri, miti mizuri; njia nzuri, njia
nzuri; kitu kizuri, vitu vizuri; yail zuri, mayai mazrri; uzi
mzuri, nyuzi nzuri; mahali pazuri; kuimba kuzuri. As living
beings of any class take the concords of the personal class, the adjec-
tives with words like ndege, bird; kipofu, blind man, will be mzuri
wazuri. '

Changes before a Vowel

Some changes take place in these prefixes before a vowel, but not all
before the vowel i:—

Changes caused by N

Except in one or two monosyllables where it forms a separate syllable
and takes the stress (e.g. fichi) N is found in Swahili only before
d, g8, ] and z. Before a vowel it becomes ny, and before b, p, v or w
it becomes m. nl and nr become nd. Thus the following words all
belong to the N-class: ndege, nguo, njia, nzige, nyani, mbwa,
mpya, mvua, mbingu, ndimi (pl. of ulimi).
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_ Noun Suffixes

Two suffixes can be added to nouns.

ji can be suffixed to a noun ending in a, formed from a verb, to show
habitual action: e.g. chunga, fo herd; mchungaji, a herdsman. ni
changes the noun from denoting a thing to denoting a place, e.g. mji,
a town; mjini, to-the-town; hewa, the air; hewani, in-the-air. These
adverbial nouns no longer take the noun class prefixes but the pre-
fixes shown in the Table under Place. More about them is said in the
note on Place on page 12.

2. ADJECTIVES

In English we think of adjectives as words used with a noun, and
pronouns as words used without a noun. But if we use these names
(for convenience) in Swahili, we class as adjectives the words which
take, with a few exceptions, the same prefixes as the nouns. These
are (1) descriptive adjectives; (2) numbers; (3) the words -ingi, much,
many; -ingine, some, other; and -ngapi, how many. It is easy to
remember these three words as they all contain ng.

Descriptive Adjectives

Bantu languages have very few adjectives, but Swahili has borrowed
several from Arabic. These do not take the Bantu prefixes. In the
dictionary a short line before a word shows that the right prefix must
be attached. Swahili having grown up as a spoken language, where
much can be conveyed through tone and gesture, as well as by the
context, some of the adjectives have a wide range of meaning:
-nyimivu (from nyima, to withhold) can denote economical, careful,
thrifty, miggardly, stingy, even miserly; -shupavu, intrepid, resolute,
obstinate, bigoted. 1t all depends on how you look at it!

There are several ways in which other adjectives can be made:

(1) By the use of -a, of, or -enye, having: maji ya moto, kot water;
watoto wenye afya, healthy children.

(2) By the use of bila or pasipo, without: mahali pasipo miti, a
place without trees, i.e. a treeless place; mji bila watu, an uninhabited
town.

(3) By the relative sliyo, which is, and ssiyo, which is not: maneno
yaliyo kweli, true words; matendo yasiyo haki, unjust actions.
These relatives are used with verbs, e.g. kitabu kilichopotea, the
lost book; miti isiyofaa, wuseless poles. As will be seen from the
examples, the syllables in italics have to be changed according to the
noun class.

Adjectives follow the noun they qualify, except kila, every, which
precedes it. There are no special forms for comparison, zaidi, more;
kupita, fo pass, or kuliko can be used: Ali ni mrefu, lakini Juma
ni mrefu zaidi, Al1 ¢s tall, but Juma is taller; Al ni mrefu kuliko
(or) kumpita Juma, Al: 1s taller than Juma.

Numbers

The numbers used in Swahili are a mixture of Bantu and Arabic
roots. The Arabic ones do not vary, but the Bantu ones (one, two,
three, four, five, and eight) take the adjective prefixes. In the N-class,
however, the only one changed is -will, fwo, which becomes mbili.
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The numbers given below are those used in counting; when used as
adjectives the six just named must be given prefixes.

When the numbers denote order they are formed with -a, of, with the

right prefix: siku ya kwanza, the first day; siku ya pili, ya tatu...
up to siku ya mwisho, the last.

-ingi, -ingine, -ngaps,

These are the three other words that take the adjective prefixes;
like the other adjectives they follow the noun: unga mwingli, a lot of
flour; watu wengine, other people; vitabu vingapi? how many
books?

How often? is shown by the word mara, fime/s: Mara ngapi?
How often? Mara mbill, twice.

3. PRONOUNS

The lower half of the columns in the Table of Concords shows the verb
prefixes (often called pronominal). These look very different from the
adjective prefixes, but actually they are remains of old noun prefixes
which have been dropped in Swahili. In other Bantu languages we
get umti, the tree, imiti, the trees, and u and i are equivalent to
saying it and they with a verb when referring to the M-MI class.
Similarly with the other classes. These prefixes have to be prefixed
to the verb whether the subject has been named or not, and also to
the other words shown at the side of the table.

1. This (2) is the form used when referring to someone just
mentioned.

2. The possessive pronouns are shown with a hyphen because they
have to agree with the thing possessed, not with the possessor: mimi
na kitabu changu, I and my book.

3. The subject prefix is the first syllable in a verb (unless the
negative ha precedes it) and the hyphen shows that it is to be joined
on to the verb with other prefixes. The object prefix comes in the
word immediately before the verb root and therefore has syllables
joining it on both sides.

4. A few much-used words are frequently joined to a shortened form
of the personal pronoun: mwanangu, my child; wenzetu, our com-
panions; babaye, his father, etc.

Possessive Pronouns

As the possessive pronouns given above all begin with a vowel the
changes referred to on page 3 will take place u becoming w, etc.
So we get mtoto wangu, watoto wangu; mti wangu miti yangu;
njia yangu njia zangu; kitu changu vitu vyangu; yai langu
mayali yangu; uzi wangu nyuzi zangu; mahali pangu; kuimba
kwangu. In speaking of things -ake is used both for i¢fs and their:
miti ra matunda yake, frees and their fruits.

Demonstratives

Swahili has no word for a or the, but it has three forms of demon-
strative where in English we have only two, this and that. This is
formed by the verb prefix preceded by # with the same vowel as in the
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prefix. That is formed by the verb prefix followed by -le. In the
Table of Concords these two words are given for each of the noun
classes, so there is no need to repeat them here. The other demonstra-
tive is this with its last letter changed to o. It is used when someone
or something has already been mentioned ; maneno hayo, for instance,
ref.etrts to words already written; maneno haya to those about to be
written.

Relatives

There are two ways of expressing who, which, when, where, when
these words are used as relative pronouns. One is by the relative prefix
attached to amba-, and the other more usual one by the relative pre-
fix put into the verb. These relative prefixes are shown in the Table
of Concords, near the bottom of the columns, and are formed by the
verb prefix followed by the same o of reference as is used in this (2).
The amba relative is shown above in the section on personal pronouns,
and in the other classes it is formed in the same way. The other
relative will be explained in the section on Verbs.

The o of reference forms also the root of the Bantu words for all,
referring fo the completeness of the thing mentioned, and for any:
kitabu chote, the whole book; vitabu vyote, all the books; kitabu cho
chote, any book.

4. THE VERB
To Be

As in many other languages, the present tense of the verb fo be is
irregular, and is best taken separately.

Connectives. When am, is or are are merely connectives ni can be used
for all the noun classes, or even omitted altogether. In the negative
8i replaces ni and cannot be omitted: chakula (ni) tayari, the food is
ready,; machungwa si mazuri, the oranges are not good. 1If it is
desired to stress the person the pronominal syllables ni u yu are used
instead of ni for the three persons singular, and tu m wa for the
plural; with si for all persons in the negative: Tu wageni, We are
strangers; U nani? Who are you? Sihaki, It isn’t fair. For things the
verb prefixes are used if necessary.

Place. The place syllables ko mo po can be added to the prefixes
given above to denote place: Upo wapi? Where are you? Nipo hapa,
I am here. Yuko wapi AU? Where 1s Ali? Yumo jikoni, He is in the
Ritchen. The negative forms with persons are sipo hupo hayupo
hatupo hampo hawapo. In the other classes ha is prefixed: Kitabu
kipo? Is the book there? Hakipo, It is not here.

Emphasis. Ndi (a more emphatic form than ni) can be joined to a
shortened form of the personal pronouns or to the verb prefixes:
ndimi, It is I, ndiwe, it is you, ndiye, it is he, ndio, ¢ is they. The
following verb should have both a relative prefix and an object one:
Ndicho kitabu nilichokitaka, This is the book which I wanted. These
forms are shown in the Table of Concords. Note also the following
words in common use: Ndiyo (it 2s so) = Yes; Siyo, No; Ndipo, It is
therve, or It is then; Ndivyo ilivyo, That’s how 1t 1s.

Relative. To make the relative the root l is used, preceded by the
subject prefix of the right class and followed by the relative prefix.

In the other classes the na is added to the verb prefix, prefixing ha
in the negative: Mti una miiba, the tree has thorns; Mti hauna
miiba, the tree has no thorns. If there is an object the relative prefix
is added at the end: Unacho kitabu changu? Ninacko. Have you
my book? (Yes) I have it.

The relative is the same as that for be followed by na. If there is
an object the -o prefix is attached to the na: Watu wasio na watoto,
people who have no childven. Notice that the subject and object are
not always the same: Kitabu nilicho nacho, the book which I have (1t).

The other tenses of to be and to have are conjugated like any othey
verb, as shown in the next section.

Verb Tenses

The verb as given in a dictionary is found only in the Imperative,
e.g. Tazama! Look !/ or, preceded by ku in the Infinitive, kutazama,
o look. Usually it is preceded by prefixes, in the order: Subject, Tense,
Relative, Object, with often a negative ha before them. If the verb
is reflexive the object prefix is replaced by ji. The prefixes given in
the Table of Concords serve both for subject and object. Those for
%ersons are slightly irregular, but are all shown in the Table of Verb

enses.

The tense prefixes are as follows:

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The subject prefixes already given in the Table of Concords are given
again in the table of Verb Tenses on page 16. In the simple present,
as the tense prefix begins with a vowel, they will be slightly modified,
combining with the a as in of in the Table of Concords.

In the negative tenses the negative prefix ha precedes all the subject
prefixes except those for I and you; here hani becomes si, and
hau, hu.

Tenses without prefixes

The subjunctive, also used as a polite imperative, is formed by the
subject prefix followed by the verb with its last letter, if a, changed
to e. In the negative the prefixes remain the same, and the other
negative sign si precedes the verb: Nitazame, Let me look; Usiende,
Don’t go; Nifikiri, Let me think.

Verbs borrowed from Arabic end in i or u and the ending does not
change.

A habitual tense, used for any time and any person, is made with
the prefix hu: husema, they say; Magari hupita kila siku, Trains
pass every day. There is no corresponding negative tense.

The megative present is formed by the negative subject prefix,
followed by the verb, with its final letter, if a, changed to i: Sitaki,
I do not want; Hawafikiri, They don’t think.

The object prefix comes immediately before the verb:

Usingalinsonyesha kitabu nisingalikstaka, If you had mnot
shown me the book I should not have wanted it.

The Relative

On page 7 one way of expressing who, which, when, or where when
used as relatives was explained. The commoner, and better way, is
to put the relative prefix into the verb. All the prefixes, except in the
singular of the personal class, end in 0. They are in the Table of
Concords, and were given again in these notes on page 8 with the
verb to be. The Table of Verb Tenses shows how to use them in the
present, past, and future tenses. Except in the simple present they
follow the tense prefix; in the simple present the tense prefix is omitted
and they come at the end. This, however, is for the afirmative only.

In the negative there is only one form for all three tenses: subject
prefix, negative 8i, relative, verb, with object (if any) just before the

verb.

Compound Tenses can be formed with the past tense of kuwa (to be)
as shown at the bottom of the Table. The KI-tense given above for
if and when is also a present participle, nikitaka, I wanting.

Infinitive and Imperative

The infinitive is preceded by ku; to form the negative to is put after
the ku, very often with another ku: kutotaka or kutokutaka, not to
want. A monosyllabic verb (see below) must always have the second
ku: kutokuwa, not to be.

The infinitive is a verbal noun and takes the ku prefixes as shown in
the Table of Concords: Kusema ni kuzuri, na kutokusema ni
kuzuri, Speaking is good, and silence is good.

The imperative is the simplest form of the verb: Soma, read! In
speaking to more than one person ni is added and the last letter of the
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verb, if a, is changed to e: Someni! This change to e is usually made
in ¢he singular as well if there is an object, and in leta, bring, even
without an object: Visome, read them (books); Nipe, give me; Lete,
bring (it). There are a few irregular imperatives: Njoo! Njoni! from
kuja, fo come: Nenda! Nendeni! from kuenda, to go.

The negative subjunctive is used in place of a negative imperative:
Usisome or Msisome, Do not read. Usije, Do not come, etc.

Monosylliabic Verbs

There are a few verbs which, without the ku, have only one syllable:
kuwa, to be; kufa, to die; kuja, to come; kula, to eat. For ease of pro-
nunciation, these retain the ku in the na, me, and ta tenses, in the
condltlonal and after a relative pronoun: anakuja he is coming;
Watakuwa, they will be; nilichokula, which I ate. The ku is often
retained in the verbs enda, go, and isha, finish.

Impersonal Forms

There is, there are are translated by kuna, negative hakuna: Kuna
maji njiani? Hakuna. Is there water on the way? (No,) there isn’t.
For ¢, when used impersonally, the singular of the N-class, i, is used:
Yafaa tuende, ¢ 1s good that we go, i.e. we had better go; Haifai kuche-
lewa it’s not good to be late. Three very common phrases of this kind

haifai better not; haiwezekani, it can’t be done; haidhuru, ¢

doesn't maltter.
There is also the hu tense, already mentioned, husema, tkey say.

Verb Suffixes

The following syllables can be attached to the end of a verb:
je, how? what? Ulijuaje? How did you know? Asemaje? What
does he say?
pl, where? Wamekwendapi? Where have they gone?
ni, plural sign, forming the plural of the imperative. This ni can
also make a second plural of you as an object prefix; in speaking
to more than one person the usual object prefix is wa (see
Personal Pronouns, page 6) but the singular ku can be used
with the sufix ni: Nimekuambia, I have told you (one person);
Nimekuambieni, I have told you (many). Notice that the
same change of the a to e takes place as in the imperative.
po, ko, or mo can be added to the other tenses of the verb fo be
just as they were to the present tense: Nitakuwapo, I shall be
there; Vitabu vikiwako, if the books are there; Hawakuwamo
nyumbani, They were not in the house.
For more about verbs consult Teach Yourself Swahili or any good
grammar.

5. DERIVATIVE VERBS

Bantu languages have a very interesting and useful way of altering
the meaning of a verb by changes at the end. The notes here are to
guide the reader in the use of the dictionary and to enable him to
make out the meaning of verbs of this sort that he meets in his reading.
References are given to the relevant chapters of Teach Yourself Swahils
for further study if desired.

wa at the end of a verb (except kuwa) shows the passive, e.g.
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piga, to hit; pigwa, fo be hit; jibu, to answer; jibiwa, to be answered;
nunua, {o buy; nunuliwa, o be bought. The apparent irregularities
in the last two words are explained in Teach Yourself Swahili,
chapter 22.

ika or eka gives a meaning rather similar to the passive, but instead
of thinking of the act and who caused it, we think of the resulting
state; e.g. kikombe kimevunjwa, the cup has been broken (by some-
one); kikombe kimevunjika, the cup is broken ; Barua haikusomwa,
the letter was not read ; Barua haikusomeka, the letter was unreadable.
A suffix na is sometimes added, and so we get the very common words,
patikana, be obtainable; wezekana, be possible; onekana, be visible;
julikana, be known. This form is usually called the stative, and there
is more about it in Teach Yourself Swahili, chapter 22.

ia or ea is a prepositional ending, showing ‘o, for, etc., e.g. leta, fo
bring; letea, bring to, pata, to get, patia, get for; toa, fo offer; tolea,
to offer to. Notice that in this form the object is the person, not the
thing: Kilete, bring it (the food); Niletee, bring-to me.

sha, za, nya as well as being ordinary verb endings, often denote
the causative form: anguka, fall; angusha, make fall (i.e. drop or
break down); jaa, get full; jaza, make full, fill; pona, get well; ponya,
make well, cure. Causative verbs can be made from adjectives by
adding sha: safi, clean; safisha, make clean ; imara, firm; imarisha,
make firm. See Teach Yourself Swahili, chapter 39.

ana makes a reciprocal verb, denoting each other or one another:
penda, love; pendana, love one another ; ona, see;, onana, see each othey
(i.e. meet). See Teach Yourself Swahili, chapter 37.

Of course, these derived verbs can also make other forms; e.g.
ponya, cure; the causative form of pona, get better, can add a stative
ending, ponyeka, get cured or be curable; niletee, bring to me, can
make a passive, niletewe, be brought to me.

Doubling a verb shows either a repeated action, or some modification
of it: Mbona unasitasita? Why do you go on hesitating? Anajari-
bujaribu, ke is trying (but not very hard).

6. ADVERBS

Adverbs, having nothing to do with nouns, do not need any class
prefix. There are, however, three adverbial prefixes which help to
form adverbs:

vi makes adverbs from adjectives: vizuri, vibaya, v(y)ema, etc.
It also makes adverbs like hivi, thus; vilevile, in the same way, and
is used as an adverbial relative in verbs: hivyo ulivyosema, thus as
you said. ki used with a noun denotes ‘‘in the manner of’’: Simameni
kiaskari, stand like soldiers; amevaa kizungu, he is dressed in
European fashion.

pa, ku, and mu make adverbs of place: hapa, here; pale, there, etc.
They can also denote time: papa hapa, just then.

Apart from adverbs made with these prefixes there are a large
number without any prefix, showing how, when, or where. They will
all be found in the dictionary. Three of them are really intensifiers:
sana, mno and (sometimes) kabisa. Although the general meaning
is very, they can be translated in various ways: kimbia sana, run fast;
shika sana, hold tight; Umekaa mno, you have stayed a very long
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time. The reverse is.shown by kidogo, a little: Yuko mbali kidogo,
he i$ a little way off; kazl yake nzuri kidogo, his work is fairly good.
The chief interrogatives are: lini? when? wapi? where? namna
gani? how? kwa nini or mbona? why?’

7. PLACE

As we saw, when considering nouns and their classes, there is one
Swahili word for place, mahali. But neighbouring Bantu languages
have three words, and probably Swahili did too, in the forms of patu,
kutu, mutu, each with its own prefixes, roughly denoting a¢, o, and n.
When the Arabic word came into use these three words dropped
out, but their prefixes remained. These are shown in the last column
of the Table of Concords. When the word mahal: is used, the pa pre-
fixes are used with it; otherwise the pa prefixes denote a definite
position, or at a place; the ku an indefinite one, or to a place; and the
mu an inside one, in a place. These prefixes form adverbs like hapa,
herve; they form the subject of the impersonal verbs there s and there
arve, kuna, pana, mna; and they are attached to the verb be to show
place: nitakuwapo, I shall be there. But perhaps their most frequent
use is with verbal nouns: Yumo nyumbani mmwake, he is in his _
house; Amekwenda shambani kwake, ke has gone to his cornfield.
Anasimama pale mlangoni pake, He is standing there at his door.

Many folk-tales begin ‘““Hapo zamani palikuwa na mtu”’; Long
ago there was a man.

8. PREPOSITIONS AND CONJUNCTIONS

Most of the work of these is done by the prepositional form of a verb,
and by the KA-tense, see pages 8, 11. It is difficult to distinguish
prepositions from conjunctions; it is better to look upon them all as
words of association.

Many are made from the -a of association:

-a preceded by the class prefix makes of; majani ya mti, the leaves
of the tree. All the forms of of are shown in the Table of Concords.

-a preceded by ku makes kwa, fo, from, with, for, etc.: Tuende
kwa mwalimu, Let us go to the teacher; Barua imetoka kwa nani?
Who has the letter come from? Kata kwa kisu, Cut it with a knife;
Nimekuja kwa dawa, I have come for medicine. Kwa can be com-
bined with the possessive pronouns: Njoni kwangu, Come fo me;
Naomba kwako, I ask from you; Ulifika kwake? Did you get to him?
Nakwenda kwetu, I am going home; Kwenu ni mbali? I's your home
far off? Tuende kwao, Let us go to their home.

ya with an adverb forms a preposition: Weka ndani, Put it inside;
Weka ndani ya nyumba, Put it in the house; Nipe zaidi, Give me
more; Watu zaidi ya ishirini, more than twenty people.

na can be translated in several ways: Lete chai na maziwa, Bring
tea and milk; Unaitwa na baba yako, You are called by your father;
Nenda na Hamisi Go with Hamisq.

e ORTHOGRAPHY AND PRONUNCIATION
Comments are made on this, where necessary, in the following Notes
on the Swahili section of the Dictionary. Itshould be remembered that
Swahili words are stressed on the syllable before the last, and therefore
any suffixes move the stress forward: e.g. kitabu, book; kitabuni, in
the book; Amekwénda, He has gone; Amekwendapi? Where has
he gone?
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NOTES ON THE SWAHILI-ENGLISH SECTION

A is pronounced like the English a in father. For the class prefixes to
be used with the possessives -angu, -ako, my, your, etc., and
with -a, of, see page 6 and the Table of Concords. For the
sufix to be used with amba-, see page 7. Some words begin-
ning with a may be verbs in which the a stands for the subject
he or she, e.g. asema, she says; atakuja, he will come. These
will be found under S and J, i.e. sema and ja.

B is sometimes confused with V and doublets occur, e.g. buruga and
vuruga, and a word not found under B may be looked for under
V, and vice versa. In using an adjective beginning with B with
an N-class noun, remember that the N changes to M; e.g.
nyumba mbovu.

C is not found in the Swahili alphabet; its place is taken by K or S.
CH is the form the KI prefix takes before a vowel.

D is one of the few letters before which N can stand; therefore an
adjective beginning with 4 if used before an N-class noun will take
the prefix N: e.g. nyumba ndogo. DH has the sound of the
English th in this, with, etc. It is found in words taken from the
Arabic, and is often pronounced, or even written as z.

E has the sound of the English a in say, but without the closer sound
made in English at the end. -enu, -etu, -enye, and -enyewe
take the verb prefixes, and -embamba and the other adjectives
the noun prefixes. See the Table of Concords. Note that -ema
with an N-class noun becomes njema.

G is always hard, as in get. The soft English G, as in gem is shown by J.
GH, which occurs in a few Arabic words, is a throaty sound,
something between G and R. Many people pronounce it like G.
N can stand before G, and therefore adjectives beginning with g
prefix N with N-class nouns.

H enters into several prefixes which will, of course, have to be dis-
carded before looking for the word in the dictionary. For ha as
a negative prefix see page 7. For hu as a tense prefix see page
9; and for ha hi hu as the first syllables of this and these see
pages 6—-7.
H now takes the place of the Arabic KH, and words heard or
written with that sound should be looked for under H.

I is pronounced as the English ee¢ in see. For the concords of -ingi and
-ingine, see page 5. I is the subject prefix of verbs used with
nouns of the N-class, e.g. Nyumba inavuja, The house is leaking ;
here the second word will be found under V.

J Notice the uses of the syllable ji:
(1) A singular prefix in some MA-class nouns, e.g. jicho, an eye.
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(2) A singular prefix denoting largeness, e.g. jumba, a palace

¥ (from nyumba).

(3) A reflexive verb prefix denoting self: kuficha, fo hide;
kujificha, to hide oneself. In many cases the meaning is slightly
changed, e.g. kujiona, fo see oneself, means to be conceited. A
selection of these verbs is given in the dictionary, with the ;7 in
italics.

(4) As a suffix at the end of a noun it can denote a customary
occupation, e.g. wachezaji, the players.

K enters into many prefixes, which it may be convenient to summarize
here, although they are more fully explained in the grammar
section.

ki (1) Noun and verb prefix in the KI-VI class; the verb as
well as its subject will begin with Ai.

(2) Diminutive prefix by which a thing can be made smaller,
e.g. kichupa, a little bottle. Such words will be found in the
dictionary in their original form, e.g. chupa.

(3) In a verb, coming after the subject prefix, it makes the
IF tense or the present participle: Akija, If or when he comes;
Nilikuona ukija, I saw you coming.

ku (1) A place syllable, see note on page 12.

(2) The object prefix in a verb, denoting yow, as in nilikusona
above.

M Most of the nouns beginning with M belong to the first class, if
people, and to the second if things.

Words beginning
with ma are usually plurals in the MA-class: machungwa, for
instance, will be found in the dictionary as chungwa. But some
have no singular, e.g. maji, water; and others are abstract nouns
with another form beginning with u, e.g. uasi or maasi, r2bellion.
Any word not found under ma should be looked for under u or
the letter following the ma.

O is pronounced like the French or German O, i.e. without the closed
sound at the end of our English O.

P For pa as a place prefix see page 12.

1t can also be
added to the end of a verb to show where? Wamekwendapi?
W here have they gone?

Note that the monosyllabic verb pa, give, must always have a
personal object, e.g. Nitawapa fedha, I will give them the money.
N before P becomes m, hence we get nyumba mpya, a new
house; in the singular of the MA-class, pya being a monosyllable,
ji is prefixed, neno jipya, a new word.

R occurs only in foreign words, and the nouns in this section belong
to the M A or N-class. But there is considerable confusion between
the Arabic R and the Bantu L.

S is always pronounced as the S in Zhis; the sound of the S in these.is
written with 2. Many speakers interpose an ¢ between s and a
tollowing consonant, so we find stawi and sitawi, prosper; others
change the s to sk, and we get stuka, situka, shtuka, all in use
for be startled.

I' ta is an Arabic prefix and words with this prefix are frequently
introduced into Swahili. Several of them are in the dictionary.
If you find one that is not, take off its fa and look for a word of
three syllables having the same consonants; this will be the same
word in its Swahili form: e.g. takabali, kubali; tabaruki,
bariki; tanafusi, nafasi, etc. The syllable ta after the subject
prefix in a verb, shows the future tense.
th represents the sound of the English ¢4 in thin; its sound in
then is written dh. Both are Arabic sounds, and Swahili speakers
often replace th by 8, just as they do dh by z.

J is pronounced as oo in fool, without any y sound; yu in Swahili
sounds the same as the English word you. The prefix U forms
abstract nouns from nouns, adjectives, and verbs: mfalme, king;
ufalme, kingdom; -chache, few; uchache, fewness; kupenda,
to love; upendo, love. It is, of course, impossible to give every
abstract noun that could be made in this way, and any that are
not found in the dictionary should be looked for under the other
abstract prefix ma or under the letter following the U.

U is also the verb prefix for the singular of the M-MI class,
and for you (one person), and therefore many words beginning
with # are verbs. U before a vowel becomes w.
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V VI or VY usually denotes the plural of the KI-VI class, and nouns
¥ such as vitu will be found in the singular, under K. It is also an
adverbial prefix, e.g. vizuri, well; vibaya, badly.

W is the form U takes before a noun; wema, for instance, is an
abstract noun formed from the adjective -ema, good.
wa is the plural prefix of the personal class; nouns beginning
with wa should be looked for under M, and verbs under the root:
e.g. Watu wamefika: look for mtu and fika.
wa is also the root of the verb /o be; being a monosyllabic verb
it keeps the ku of the infinitive in most of its tenses.

Y is the form : takes before a vowel, so ya, yangu, yako, etc., are the
possessives of, my, your, etc., for the plural of the M-MI class,
the singunlar of the N-class, and the plural of the MA-class:
milima ya Kenya, the Kenya mountains; nyumba yangu, my
house; mayai yako, your eggs. ya is also the subject and object
prefix for the MA-class.

NOTES ON THE ENGLISH-SWAHILI SECTION

NoOUNSs

As is usual in Swahili dictionaries, the plural of a noun is shown in the
Swahili-English section, and reference should be made to that if
necessary. However, to avoid the frequent reference needed to dis-
tinguish between the MA and N classes, the nouns in the former are
shown in this section with the sign(ma), and the difficult plurals of the
N-class are also given. If it is remembered that nouns beginning with
m or mw make their plural with wa for people and mi for things, and
that the plural of ki and ch is vi and vy, there should not be much
need to refer to the other section.

VERBS

Verbs are given with their infinitive prefix ku; this makes it easy
to distinguish them from nouns of the same form; e.g. signal, ishara;

It often happens that the same word is used in English for both a
transitive and an intransitive verb where in Swahili there are two
different verbs: e.g. decrease, kupumgua, kupunguza. If it is re-
membered that za sha and nya are causative endings, it will be seen
at once that punguza means make less, and pungua will mean ge?
less; e.g. Maji yamepungua, The water has decreased; Punguza mafji,
Decvease the water. Reference to the Swahili section should also make
it clear.

ADJECTIVES AND PRONOUNS

Those which require a prefix are shown with a short line in front,

and the right prefix will be found in the Table of Concords. The

relative illyo and isiyo also require the right concords in place of the

syllables in italics. These too will be found in the Table; see also
age 8.

3 ’%‘here are two things which a Concise Dictionary cannot do.

(1) It cannot show the difference in pronunciation or stress between
two words spelt in the same way. Sow, the word for a female pig is
pronounced differently from the word to plant seed. And the noun
desert is stressed differently from the verb. This may puzzle an
African using the dictionary, but the English user will meet no such
difficulty, for Swahili is written phonetically, and the stress is always
on the syllable before the last.

(2) It cannot usually give more than one word out of several
having the same meaning. There are, for instance, several Swabhili
words for know, and these will be found in the Swahili section;
but in the English section, under know, only the most-used word,
having the widest meaning, can be given. Where a word has two or
three different meanings, they are marked 1, 2, 3, and if there is any
doubt as to the one wanted reference can be made to the Swahili

section.
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PREFIXES AND SUFFIXES

The English language has prefixes and suffixes by which a large
umber of words have been, and are being, formed. The most impor-
tant are those that negative or reverse the meaning of the original
verb. The notes given here are to help the African reader to under-
stand words of this kind that he may not find in the dictionary, and
to remind the English reader how to translate them.

mis gives the meaning of wrongly(kukosea); use, kutumia; misuse,
kutumia vibaya; understand, kuelewa; misunderstand, kutoelewa
sawasawa; lead, kuongoza; mislead, kuongoza vibaya.

less added to a noun makes an adjective with a negative meaning:
a waterless desert, jangwa bila maji; a treeless plain, nyika
istyo na miti; a useless knife, kisu kisicho na faida.

ness

Although in English there are several ways of forming abstract

nouns, the most common one is by the suffix ness; cold, coldness;

bholy, holiness; tired, tiredness, etc. The meaning of any abstract
noun of this kind can be found by taking off the ness and looking for
the meaning of the adjective.
